Might You Move To New Mexico? 
 
 

Over 400 years ago Spanish explorers made the arduous  
journey north, from Mexico, into what is now New Mexico.  

Stories about massive gold treasures were the reason for their 
initial visit, but they liked the land, and established Spanish 
settlements, in the name of the king of course, all along the 

Rio Grand. 
Today, the traveling is much easier, but, for perhaps different 
reasons, we appreciate this place every bit as much as those 

early settlers did. 
New Mexico is one of the most diverse places in the USA.  You 
will find the large metropolitan area of Albuquerque in north-
central New Mexico.  And in the southwest region of the state 
there is the rapidly expanding, modern city of Las Cruces, as 

well as quiet, quaint villages like Hillsboro and Hatch. 
Lets not forget the vast areas of pristine wilderness, conserved 

by law for generation upon generation.   
Across the state you’ll find the landscape changes from sparse 

to grassy deserts, to shrub covered rolling hills and treed 
mountains. 

In central New Mexico there are places where you can ski in 
the morning and play golf in the afternoon only having to 

travel 30 or 40 miles between locations!  Such variety! 
There is a wide variety of culture too.  Though the Hispanic 

culture is prominent when it comes to food and architecture, 
influences from British, German and Chinese pioneers, among 

others, can be found in many places across New Mexico. 
You’ll note the many Victorian houses in some communities, 

denoting the westward migration of city dwellers from Boston, 
New York and Philadelphia after the Civil War. 

Artists and writers gravitated to the state for the better part of 
the last century.  Georgia O’Keefe and her circle of associates 

quickly attracted likeminded, talented people from around the 
globe.  The resulting influence New Mexico’s “art scene” has 
had on the world far out weighs it’s actual size.  To the yin of 

art, there is the yang of science.  Since the mid-twentieth cen-
tury when German born and American scientists developed 
the first nuclear bombs; to the present, as the nation’s most 
advanced scientific research and development is carried on, 

New Mexico is at the forefront. 
The number of top scientific brains per capita has to be far 

ahead, (pardon the pun) of much of the rest of the world.  And 
now we are developing the Spaceport between Las Cruces and 
Truth Or Consequences.  From it, commercial space endeavors 

and space travel will launch within the next decade. 
New Mexico State University, in Las Cruces, is a hotbed of sci-
ence and research.  Smaller in size only, New Mexico Tech, in 

Socorro, ranks as a top school of its kind.  These institutions of 
learning developed from specific needs of the state and the

But much of New Mexico remains as it was in the pioneer 
days, barely touched by man.  Hikers and horseback riders 

who get off the beaten path find small reminders of long-gone 
miners or trappers who hoped for the big payoffs from the 

bounty the land offered.  Few were rewarded.   
A good example of the boom-and-bust era is Lake Valley in the 

northwest corner of Dona Ana County.  The famous Bridal 
Chamber silver mine, that produced 2.5 million ounces of sil-
ver, most of it pure, was discovered there around 1880.  Lake 

Valley had over 4,000 residents in its heyday.  Today, it is a 
ghost town.  On the other hand, Silver City had cattle ranching 
as its strong part of its economy and was able to survive when 
silver mining waned.  Today is must adjust again as its copper 

mining industry experiences global economic pressures. 
Likewise, Lordsburg and Deming have seen ups and down in 
prosperity.  Being on the early Butterfield stage route, and 

more recently served by cross-continent railroad lines and In-
terstate 10, those town have managed to survive.  Today their 

growth is attributed to low cost retirement living.  They are 
also growing because of an influx of Homeland Security pro-

jects in the area, and the addition of National Guard troops wo 
help patrol along our border with Mexico. 

The town of Truth Or Consequences has been a favorite desti-
nation for snowbirds for years.  And eventually many of them 
have settled there.  Elephant Butte has also been a popular 

retirement community for the past 30 years.  Lake side living 
has its advantages.  These two Sierra County communities, 

along with smaller towns and villages are attractive to seniors 
because of their over-all low cost of living. 

Ranching and mining kept the regions economy in good shape 
for many decades.  Since the 1980’s though, ranching  has 

been struggling under the weight of unpredictable weather 
conditions that have choked off the Federal land grazing leases 

many of them held.  Mining has felt the squeeze of environ-
mental regulations, as well as widely fluctuating world prices 

for copper and silver.   
Silver City and Las Cruces have both received high ratings as 
very desirable places to live, especially for seniors.  A quick 

drive around Las Cruces, now New Mexico’s 2nd largest city, 
gives proof to the rapid growth taking place there.  A large per-
centage of this growth is due to retirees moving into the area.  

  In addition to the Elephant Butte area, some seniors have 
relocated to the border communities of Sunland Park, Santa 
Theresa and Columbus.  All of these sun-kissed areas are the 
perfect choice for many retirees.  In these areas, the cost of 

living is lower than many towns.   
But, for those who like the change of seasons, Catron County 

may be just what you are looking for.  There you’ll have cooler 
summers and “real” winters, if you don’t mind snow.
